Pete also worked with Phil Kraft to establish 
Kraft Midwest, Inc. Pete purchased the assets of Kraft and is still providing service to the 
Radio Control community today. 
 
Pete is a Life Member and Fellow in AMA and served AMA District VII as vice 
president from 1984 to 1995. He was chair of the Property Acquisition and Development 
Committee from 1986 to 1992. Pete has been an active member of the Frequency 
Committee since 1984. 
 
Pete has served his local club as the newsletter editor, has written a monthly column for 
R/C Report magazine for more than nine years, and continues to make the rounds to 
clubs, giving talks on building techniques, the latest on the FCC frequencies, and 
electronics. 
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
